Paper Submission requirements 
1. The minimum words of paper are 5000, and the maximum is 10000..
2. The arrangement of the paper should be: title, author's name, author’s institution, abstract, keywords, introduction, main body, conclusions, references and the background information about the author(s).

The format of background information about the author(s) is as follows:
3. The tables and figures should be put to the appropriate place of paper (below the text description or quotation, and in the same page), and the figure in the text must be fonts and should not be handwritten.

4. The title of tables should be written-above the table, in the middle; the title of figures should be written beneath the figures, in the middle. Number the tables、figures、formulas.

5.  The format of references should be as follows: serial number, author's names, title (or article name), publishers (or journal name), publish time, page number.

6. Font and Font Size: All of the papers are used Times New Roman. The font size of the article title is sixteen, in black, middle; the font size of the titles on the first level is use fourteen plus black; the titles on the second level use with twelve plus black; the titles on the third level and the text use ten. The titles of figures and tables use twelve plus black, middle; the annotation of tables and figures use ten.

7. Please deliver the paper version (print using A4 paper) and electronic documents (Word2003 version) to the sponsor and co-sponsor at the same time.
